6.1.The Parties shall be exempt from the
liability for partial performance or failed
performance of the obligations hereunder,
in case such non-performance is caused by
force majeure circumstances, appeared
after the Agreement was concluded and the
Parties could not predict or prevent such
force majeure conditions. The force
majeure circumstances are those of
extreme and inevitable nature, inter alia,
strikes, floods, draughts, mudfiows,
landslides, falls, avalanches, desert storms,
fires, including uncontrolled forest fires,
earthquakes, hurricanes, water spouts,
tornadoes, tsunami, collapse of the world’s
financial and economic system, wars
(local, international, just and unjust),
hostilities on land, sea, in the air and under
the ground surface, not excluding
interplanetary, intergalactic wars, as well
as other hostilities in the space and beyond
it, occupation, acts of terrorism, as well as
other demonstrations of extremism,
including cases of mass fomentation of
social, ethnic, national and confessional
hatred, cases of extreme demonstrations of
anti-Semitism, Semitism, fascism, Nazism,

sexism, adoption by the state and
municipal  authorities of regulations
contradicting to common sense and

elementary logic, uncontrolled invasion of
alien aggressors, fall of the New Republic,
revival of the First Galactic Empire, as well
as aggression of killer droids, pedophile
zombies, group or individual suicide of the
Parties hereto, provided that confirmed by
the official reference issued by the district
militia officer, total apocalypse or any
other way of the end of the world.

6.2.In case of force majeure circumstances,
specified in paragraph 6.1. hereof, a Party
at the same day shall advice in written the
other Party gf such force majeure. Written
